Purpose: 

To unite 8 triathlon and duathlon races in Lithuania, Latvia, Belarus and Estonia into one series, in aim to draw together those athletes from different countries, who have not reached to the level of ETU and ITU top-races. Baltic Cup is especially for kids, youth, beginners and amateurs for an exciting competition to evaluate the skills.  The top athletes are very welcome!

Age categories:

All the age groups are compulsory.

Kids E         2005. – 2007.y. born girls and boys

Kids D         2003. – 2004.y. born girls and boys

Kids C         2001. – 2002.y. born girls and boys

Youth B       1999. – 2000.y. born girls and boys

Amateurs female and male

Senior II       50-59   female and male (born 1955. – 1964.y.)

Senior III      60 and older female and male (born 1954.y. and earlier)

Youth A        1997. – 1998.y. born girls and boys

Junior           1995. – 1996.y. born female and male

Elite              1975. – 1994. y. born female and male

Senior I        40-49   female and male (born 1965. – 1974.y.)

Distances:

The lengths of the distances are established by organizers according to the situation and traditions. Bike course is closed to traffic or well secured. Even if there is only one athlete in age group the respective race will be held. The races are conducted  according to ITU competition rules.

Summary: 

5 events of 8 will be taken onto account.  Points: I place – 50 points;    II place– 40 points;  III place – 35 points;  IV place – 33 points; V place – 31 points; VI place – 30 points ; 7. place – 29 points etc. 1 point less.

First will be taken onto account the summary of those athletes, who have participated in 5 (five) races, after that of those athletes, who have participated in 4 (four) races and finally of those athletes, who have participated in 3 (three) races.

The minimum number of races to be accounted is 3.  

In final race (Riga duathlon) the coefficient is 1,5.  If two athletes score the same results, the result of the final race is decisive .  If it does not make difference, we count the first places, the second places etc. 

Prizes: 

The winners are awarded by the organizing country according to the possibilities. The cup winners – first, second and third place of each age category – will be awarded with the cups and valuable prizes:

Elite: I place 200/150, II place 150/100, III place 100/50

Junior: I place 100/100, II place 75/75, III place 50/50

Senior I : I place 100/100, II place 75/75, III place 50/50

There may be a possibility that money will be enough for the other age categories. The winners can be the athlets of these countries who have payed the fee.
